 Morrie was elected a Ten Tenths Trustee in 2012. He has previously been a trustee of the Trust and also previously been the Executive Officer for the Trust. Morrie is a company director having his own consultancy business based in Wellington. His personal interests include waka taua, waka culture and waka ama. Other positions held include Chair of the Wharewaka o Poneke Charitable Trust; Kaitiaki of Te Hononga, Te Rerenga Kotare and Poutu; Trustee of Te Atiawa o Te Upoko o Te Ika a Maui Potiki Trust.   Morrie is deeply committed to historical, resource management, Wai Māori, and fishing  issues  surrounding a Te Atiawa presence in Te Whanganui-a-Tara, and in working with and responding to many years of  requested “consultation”  he  has developed a knowledge of the rohe second to none.    His driving force and vision to establish  the Wharewaka -building, waka taua, waka ama, -has grown the presence of mana whenua on the waterfront – as shown most recently in the following award:  “… at the annual NZ Event Association Awards,  A Waka Odyssey took out the prize for Best Arts or Cultural Event of 2018.”
